Al -Ashraf Nursery  

 

We have a well -established Nursery, which caters for children aged 3+, who follow the DCSF 

Foundation stage. The Nursery also offers weekly Mother and toddler groups.  
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Curriculum Aims  

 

The Nation al Curriculum is delivered within an Islamic framework.  

 

Islamic practises such as daily duaas, sunnats, etc. are promoted consistently. Likewise, Islamic 

calendar, Islamic terms, manners of greeting, attitudes and behaviour will be an integral part of 

th e school day. Islamiat curriculum is taught daily by qualified Aalimahs under the guidance of 

the school Principal Mufti Abdullah Patel.  

 

We aim to:  

 Develop the whole pe rsonality of pupils; with Islam  as the main focus of their lives .  

 

 We aim for all our children to have mutual respect, kindness and consideration for others 

and recognise a variety of cultures, languages, experiences, needs, views and personal 

attributes within our school community.  

 

 Provide a rich and rewarding environment within 

which pupils may benefit from a cross -curricular 

approach to Islamic education. We will provide a 

positive environment for learning based on praise and 

reward, which reinforces every childõs ability to work 

independently or as a team.  

 

 Provide opportunity for each  pupil to develop, and 

reach their full potential through the teachings and 

practice of Islam, so to enforce confidence in their 

identity as young Muslims.   

 

 Provide each child with high standards of education which is broad and balanced; covering 

the core  of religious, social, linguistic, mathematical, scientific, geographical, and physical 

knowledge and skills.  We will work together to meet the requirements of the National 

Curriculum. 

 

 Support the acquisition of general knowledge and skills, so to enhanc e personal growth 

and confidence.  

 

 Promote dignity of each young person by teaching self -respect, respect for parents, 

elders and others, through the development of personal responsibility.  

 

 Aid and assist each pupil to comprehend the complexity of the wor ld in which they live, 

and that their own well -being is closely connected to the well -being of others. The school 

seeks to free pupils from all prejudice and inspire in them the universal values of equality 

and fairness.  
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 Ensure they enjoy their life 

at school, and develop a love 

for learning, and the strong 

desire to continue their 

education as a lifetime 

experience. Through 

inspirational teaching and 

learning experiences, we aim 

to enrich and maximise all aspects of development - academic, spiritual, soc ial, creative, 

physical, personal, moral, and emotional.  

 

 Encourage children to choose healthy lifestyle options; through guidance and role models.  

 

 Motivate each child to acquire a moral attitude to life through conscientious awareness 

(Taqwa) and practi se of Divine Guidance in all their affairs and transactions.  

 

 The school curriculum is based on the National Curriculum with the exception of music. 

Nasheeds (Islamic songs without instruments) are played during assemblies.  Animate 

objects - Pictures of a nimate objects especially during Art lessons are discouraged unless 

used for genuine educational content.  Educational programmes are occasionally shown to 

pupils which help to enforce class -work and prove to be useful learning material.  

 

 The Islamic Adviso r to the school and T eaching Assistants observe general teaching 

materials/lessons and guide  non-Muslim Teachers away from  inappropriate material as 

well as making them aware of good Islamic p ractises within the classroom.

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The Foundation Stage  

 

Foundation Stage curriculum is planned and structured with an emphasis on fun, relev ant and 

motivating activities. The curriculum for the foundation stage is made up of six learning areas.  

 Communication, language and literacy  

Speaking and listening  is central to 

learning. Children are given opportunities 

to talk for a range of purposes t o 

different audiences and are encouraged to 

listen attentively. Childrenõs writing has a 

high priority in the school and children are 

encouraged to write from the time they 

enter school. In handwriting children are 

taught to develop a fluent and legible st yle. 

Spelling is taught by using the childrenõs 

own writing by focusing on topic words, 

spelling patterns, key word list and Oxford 

Reading Tree words. A strong emphasis is 

placed on learning sounds and Jolly Phonics 

is used. 

 Mathematical development  

 

In the foundation stage Mathematical skills are taught 

through play and practical activities wherever possible it is 

linked with other subject areas, to help make it relevant 

and meaningful to the children so that they can use the 

knowledge and skills acquire d in Mathõs in their everyday 

lives. 

 

 Knowledge and understanding of the world  

A child undertaking scientific investigations is a key element o f science, as this enables them;  

through observing, planning, predicting, recording, comparing, and explaining, t o work and think in 

a logical manner.  

Main scientific areas are life processes & living things including  the study of humans,  plants, and 

animals. Grouping and classifying materials and exploring their properties.  An introduction to 

physical processes,  e.g. forces, pushes and pulls .  The school has invested in the development of 

an on-site reference library which also stocks a good selection of non fiction stories . Each child 

is encouraged to select their own books and make use of the òcomfy corneró situated in the 

library.  
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 Physical development 

Children will experience six areas of activity, these include games, gymnastics, movement, 

athletics, and out door activities. The children are taught to undertake all aspects of P.E. safely.  

 Creative development  

 Art & design to stimulate 

creativity and imagination.  

 

Each child will be encouraged to explore 

colour, form, texture and pattern to 

develop their skills in the use of a 

variety of materials, tools and 

techniques throughout the schooling 

lifetime.  

 

 

 Personal, social and emotional development  

In this area of study our overall aim is to help children to care about themselves and their well -

being, care about others and to communicate effectively.  Each child is encouraged to take 

increasing responsibility for t hemselves and their actions; to become active, responsible and 

knowledgeable citizens.  

 Information Technology  

We are fortunate to have computers in every 

classroom. The children are taught ICT skills from 

an early age and also learn how to use these skill s in 

all subject areas and everyday life.   The school has a 

fully operating ICT suite with extensive selection of 

software tailored to national curriculum levels.  
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Key Stage 1 

 

Year 1 and 2 form Key Stage 1 and are the beginning of 

your childõs journey through the national curriculum. 

Learning objectives are introduced through whole class 

teaching, and during this phase of education there is 

movement to wards more independent learning, the 

children encouraged to work alone or within their groups.   

This ind ependent and group work is planned to meet the 

childrenõs individual needs. 

 

 English Literacy  

We aim to ensure children read fluently and accurately, both for pleasure and to acquire 

information.  

 

The core reading scheme from the Oxford Reading Tree is sup plemented with quality fiction and 

non-fiction books. Stories are shared during literacy sessions with emphasis on role play - to 

enrich the childrenõs experiences. 

 

Each child receives a daily literacy session with rei nforced home working, in line with the  

National Primary Framework.  

 Mathematics & Sciences  

Each child is encouraged to develop an understanding of 

numbers, measurements, shapes and to develop their mental 

skills to solve òreal-lifeó mathematical problems with 

confidence.  

 

Each child receives r egular maths & sciences session with 

rei nforced home working in line with the National Primary 

Framework.  

 

 Design and Technology (DT)  

Children have many opportunities to develop particular skills and knowledge when working with 

tools and materials.  They are encouraged to participate 

in a variety of cooking activities . 

 

 Information and Communication Technology (ICT)  

Computers play a significant part in each childõs learning 

program, they are taught to use ICT equipment and 

software confidently.  Each class room has its set of IT 

equipment and the school has invested in a fully equipped 

IT suite suitable for class learning activities.
